Ely and Caerau Federation Tutorial Programme

Full Time Equivalence

All full time 16-18 year old students enrolling onto courses at the Ely Caerau Federation are expected to maintain a full time programme of study.

All full time 16-18 year old students are required to participate in the tutorial programme.  The tutorial programme is made up of :

Tutorial

You will be allocated to a Personal Tutor, who will oversee your study within the Federation. If you have any problems or queries, your personal tutor will be able to help.

Key Skills

Study involves a full programme of Key Skills. Key skills covered include:

· Numeracy					 -    Working With Others
· Problem Solving				 -    Communication
Key skills are available at levels 1,2 & 3 and students are expected to work towards each skill. The delivery of the Key Skills will take place in both your subject lessons and your ‘tutorial programme’ lessons.

Welsh Baccalaureate

All students are required to undertake the Welsh Baccalaureate as part of the learning programme.
